Get in the Gallery boosts mayor’s fund
The organisers of Get in the Gallery, part of July's We Love Marlborough initiative, this week presented a cheque for £360 to the mayor of Marlborough, cllr Peggy Dow, to support her mayoral charities.

The money was raised from the sale of postcards during July's Get in the Gallery exhibition, a partnership project by We Love Marlborough, the Kennet Valley Arts Trust (Riverbank) and Morgan-Boyce Gallery, which raised £600 in total.

Over 800 young people between four and 18 years old and local celebrities from the Marlborough area took part in Get in the Gallery, funded by GWR Kids, by painting or drawing a picture on a postcard. 

The pictures were displayed anonymously at the Morgan Boyce Gallery in Hughenden Yard, with the artist's name on the back. Each postcard was available to buy for £5, and only when the exhibition closed did each buyer discover the identity of the artist.

The exhibition also included a painting by Marlborough-based rock star Pete Doherty, which was raffled separately.

The Mayor's Charity Appeal Fund received 60 percent each of the proceeds, with 20 percent each going to the Kennet Valley Arts Trust and We Love Marlborough. 

The Mayor's Fund will benefit two organisations working with elderly people in the town: The New Road Centre, which offers social and leisure opportunities on a drop-in basis, and York Place, a sheltered housing facility. Last year the fund raised over £4,500 for good causes.
